Enhanced Health Safety Measures 
 

Increased sanitization  
§ High touch areas throughout the school will be sanitized on an increased frequency. 
§ Sanitizer will be available in every classroom and at various locations throughout the school.   
Masking 
§ Students will be expected to wear masks in all common areas such as hallways and as they 
are entering and exiting the classrooms and school 
ß Students are encouraged to wear a mask to school on the first day, however, they will 
receive 2 face masks upon arrival to school on the first day.   

ß Masks must be worn during whole group instruction, as there will be natural interaction, 
however, they will be allowed to remove their mask while individually working at their 
desk.   Bandanas and neck gators are not permitted to be used as face masks. 

ß Families who choose to enhance their level of protection are encouraged to provide 
their own additional PPE. 

Physical distancing 
§ In order to minimize crowding in hallways, students will not have lockers at this time.  Students 
will be expected to have a backpack to carry only the necessary supplies to their classes.   
Students will need to bring their own water bottle to school and utilize our water bottle filling 
stations to hydrate during the day. 

§ Classrooms will have desks spread out and faced in the same direction.  Students will have 
seating plans for all classes. 

§ Staggered entrances and exits 
ß Students are asked to enter the school through the entrance closest to their block 2 
class.  They are asked to exit the school through the exit closest to their last class. 

Hand hygiene 
§ Students will be required to sanitize their hands as they enter our building, classrooms, and 
before and after eating.  Preventative measures regarding physical distancing and hygiene will 
be taught to students. 
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Student Displaying COVID-19 Symptoms 
 

§ It is very important that we work together as partners between 
home and school.  Parents should conduct a daily check of 
their child for symptoms of Covid-19 and not send their child to 
school if they are displaying any symptoms . The LPSD Self-
Assessment info sheet can be found below.  

§ If a student displays symptoms at school, the student will be 

escorted to an isolation room.  The student will be supervised 

by a staff member during this time and parents will be phoned 

immediately to have their child picked up from school to seek 

advice from the local health authority.
